To do the right thing at the right time (Amr bil Maroof & Nahy anil
Munkar)

1. Give the scenario of the train crashing (written below)

Ask the class what each would they do and why?

3. Connect it to Imam Hussein, that the Ummah needed a jolt
(Kerbala) to wake up.

You are standing at the platform in Watford. The train is at a distance.
It’s peak hour and the train is full. You notice the rail track is broken.
You know that the train may derail, and many people will die. You
have 2 options either you stand by the tracks and flag the train to
stop or you stand and watch as the train crashes and hundreds die /
injure. What will you do?

The train incident will be connected to why did Imam Hussein (A.S)
sacrificed his life in Kerbala.

Class will be asked what was “the broken rail” that would derail Islam
and “destroy” the Ummah.

Answer the key question Was the event of Ashura necessary?

Write down an instance in your life where you have had to “sacrifice”
to make someone else’s life or situation better.
