When we first embarked upon the journey of
Quran City, we were challenging the norms...

The inspirational verse was 66:11
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where Allah quotes the dua of Sayyida
Aasiya when she said: “Rabb! Build for me a
house with You in Janna”

To us this meant investing in real estate in
Janna and so began the building of a city. We
found that it created a new found curiosity
and interest across the board (from infants to
adults) into learning the Divine text.

For most Muslims, the first step is to learn
how to recite the Qur’an. The recitation of is
heard throughout one's life (irrespective of
whether one understands it or not) from birth,
in every daily prayer (salaa) through all the
rites of passages of life until ones death.

DID YOU KNOW?

This book intends to start this journey by
familiarizing oneself with each chapter (sura)
looking at its aim, focus and a narrative which
conceptualizes its message.

Qur’an CITY is a depiction of the groupings
of the suwer of Qur'an into a city (made out
of building bricks) to instil a sense of curiosity
in children so they want to learn about the
Qur'an (by exploring the city).

Even though the Qur’an is most read books
of all time; this awesome communication from
Divinity has not been appreciated. Each one
of us is responsible in making an effort to
understand this awesome book.

Recitation and memorisation are essential for
they are tools of preservation and ensure the
continuity of the original text.

However, the Qur'an was sent as essential
guidance for a human being to reach his full
potential. To engage with the Qur'an after
having learnt to recite it means to start with
familiarising oneself with its suwer, ayaat and
layout...

Did you know that the Qur’an is the most reproduced printed and used book in the world.
The first printed Qur'an was produced in Venice in 1537 for sale in the Ottoman empire, where
all movable type printing using Arabic characters had been forbidden for fear of making

mistakes in the text.

(the longest sura) will have 29 layers.

The tops of each building are either green or yellow representing where they were revealed.

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It is not righteousness that you turn your faces towards the East =
and the West, but righteousness is this that one should believe
in Allah and the last day and the angels and the Book and the
prophets, and give away wealth out of love for Him to the near =
of kin and the orphans and the needy and the wayfarer and the
beggars and for [the emancipation of] the captives, and keep up
prayer and pay the poor-rate; and the performers of their promise
when they make a promise, and the patient in distress and
affliction and in time of conflicts-- these are they who are true [to
themselves] and these are they who guard [against evil].

The aya was revealed when the gibla was changed from Baytul
Mugaddas to the Ka'ba and there was a controversy regarding
the change. A propaganda campaign to discredit the Prophet e
(pbuh) was initiated as it was clear to the Ahlul Kitab of Madina
that a new Umma (Nation) was inaugurated by Divinity.

Just as window allows light into the building and gives insight
about the building, Ayatul Birr brings the light of education and
allows insight into how one can benchmark progress.

The word BIRR comes from BARR which mean land just as BAHR
means the sea. It denotes STABILITY and thus the foundation of
BIRR (righteousness) is FIRM BELIEFS.

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i Allah is He besides Whom there is no god, the Ever living, the

' Him nor sleep; whatever is in the heavens and whatever is in

His permission? He knows what is before them and what is
behind them, and they cannot comprehend anything out of His
knowledge except what He pleases, His knowledge extends over
the heavens and the earth, and the preservation of them both
tires Him not, and He is the Most High, the Great.

The Prophet (pbuh) said: Qur'an is a great word, and Suratul
Bagara is the leader of the Qur'an and Ayatul Kursi is the leader
of Suratul Bagara. In Ayatul Kursi there are 50 words and for each
word there are 50 blessings and good in it.

"Amongst the things that improve one's memory is the recitation
of Ayatul Kursi"”

When leaving home, if one recites it once, a group of angels is
assigned to protect one. If recited twice, 2 groups of angels are
assigned. If recited 3 times Allah tells the angels not to worry as
He himself takes care of him.
Recited after every salaa ensures the acceptance of salaa.
“There is no barrier between the person who recites ayatul kursi
after every salaa and Jannah except for death.” Prophet (pbuh)
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AAMENAR RASUL 2:285-286
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The messenger believes in what has been revealed to him from
his Rabb, and (so do) the believers; they all believe in Allah, His
angels, His books and His messengers; We make no distinction
between any of His messengers; They say: We hear and obey.
We seek Your forgiveness our Rabb, and to You is the final
destination.

Allah does not impose upon any soul a duty except to the extent
of its capacity; It possesses what it has earned and is responsible
for it has earned. Our Rabb! Pardon us if we forget or make a
mistake; Our Rabb! do not lay on us a burden such as You laid
upon those before us, Our Rabb! do not burden us with that
which we have no ability to bear; And pardon us, forgive us and
have mercy on us, You are our Protector, so help us against the
disbelieving people.




AYATUSH SHAHADA 3:18-19
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18. Allah bears witness that there is no god but He, and [so do]
the angels and those possessed of knowledge, maintaining His
creation with justice; there is no god but He, the Mighty, the
Wise.

19. Surely the [true] religion with Allah is Islam, and those
to whom the Book had been given did not show opposition
but after knowledge had come to them, out of envy among
themselves; and whoever disbelieves in the communications of
Allah then surely Allah is quick in reckoning.

The Prophet (pbuh) once advised one of his companions, who
was in debt, to recite Ayatul Mulk after every salaa and then ask
Allah for the repayment of his debts saying that even if the debts
are equal to the entire land on Earth, they will be repaid.
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AYATUL MUBAHILA 3:61
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But whoever disputes with you in this matter after what has come
to you of knowledge, then say: Come let us call our sons and your
sons and our women and your women and our near people and
your near people, then let us be earnest in prayer, and pray for
the curse of Allah on the liars.

When real arguments fail to produce the desired effect, then to
wish for the intervention of Allah's judgement to sift the right
from wrong; is Mubabhila.

After the Prophet wrote to the heads of different tribes and
countries of the world inviting them to Islam, the Christian
community of Najran, came to Madina to visit the Prophet (pbuh)
to discuss the right of Prophet Isa (pbuh) being called the son of
God. The debate ensued and as a result this aya was revealed to
invite the Christians to a Mubahila, which they accepted,

Next day at the appointed hour the Prophet arrived with Imam
Ali, Sayyida Fatima, Imam Hasan & Imam Husayn. When Abu
Harith realised who they were, he said: “I see such faces that if
they raise their hands in supplication and pray to God that the
biggest mountain may be moved from its place, the same will
happen immediately. We should in no circumstance engage in a
Mubahila with these sacred people because it is possible that .....
not even one Christian may remain alive on the face of the earth
." The Christians gave up the Mubahila and signed a treaty.




AYATUL IKMAAL 5:3
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O you who believe! do not violate the signs appointed by Allah =y
nor the sacred month, nor [interfere with] the offerings, nor the
sacrificial animals with garlands, nor those going to the sacred
house seeking the grace and pleasure of their Lord; and when
you are free from the obligations of the pilgrimage, then hunt,

and let not hatred of a people-- because they hindered you from

the Sacred Masjid-- incite you to exceed the limits, and help one
another in goodness and piety, and do not help one another in
sin and aggression; and be careful of [your duty to] Allah; surely

Allah is severe in requiting [evil].

The verse was revealed as soon as the Prophet declared the
guardianship (Wilaya) of Imam Ali on the day of Ghadeer after
which he said:

“God is the greatest upon perfection of the religion and
completion of blessing and God's satisfaction with my messenger
hood and ‘Ali’s guardianship after me.”

This was the last verse to be revealed.
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AYATUL TABLIGH 5:67

And the Jews say: The hand of Allah is tied up! Their hands shall
be shackled and they shall be cursed for what they say. Nay,
both His hands are spread out, He expends as He pleases; and
what has been revealed to you from your Lord will certainly make
many of them increase in inordinacy and unbelief; and We have

put enmity and hatred among them till the day of resurrection;
whenever they kindle a fire for war Allah puts it out, and they
strive to make mischief in the land; and Allah does not love the *
mischief-makers.

Ten years after the migration to Madina (hijra), the Prophet (pbuh)
asked his followers to join him in his last hajj where he would
teach them the rites. On his way to Makka, more than seventy
thousand people accompanied him and on the 4th of Dhulhijja
more than one hundred thousand Muslims had entered Makka.

After completing the hajj and on their departure from Makka,
they reached a place called GHADEER (very near JUHFA (meegat
for Hajj) on the 18th of DHULHIJJA 10AH (10 MARCH 632 CE). It

is here that this aya was revealed.

The Prophet (pbuh) stopped at the pond of KHUM at GHADEER
and called back all those who had gone ahead and waited
for those who were behind. He ordered Salman to make
arrangements for a stage (pulpit) for his announcement. It was
noon and extremely hot.
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AYATUL KAREEMA 21:87
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And Yunus, when he went away in wrath, so he thought that We
would not straiten him, so he called out among afflictions: There
is no god but You, glory be to You; surely [ am of those who make
themselves to suffer loss.

This dua was recited by Prophet Yunus after he was swallowed by
a whale. It is then that he realised his error of leaving the people
of Ninevah because they would not listen to him.




AYATUT TATHEER 33:33
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And stay in your houses and do not display your finery like the
displaying of the ignorance of yore; and keep up prayer, and
pay the poor-rate, and obey Allah and His Messenger. Allah only
desires to keep away the uncleanness from you, O people of the
House! and to purify you a [thorough] purifying.

This aya was revealed when the Prophet (pbuh) covered Imam
Ali, Sayyida Fatima, Imam Hasan and Imam Husayn with his cloak
(Kisaa). Jibraail asks permission to enter the Kisaa and brings the

revelation of this verse.
The word ‘Innamaa’ ( (] ) at the outset of the verse denotes
exclusiveness.
Purification from ‘Rijs’ means infallibility from sins.

The day after this verse was revealed was the day of Mubahila
showing it was the AhlulBayt mentioned in 33:33 that the Prophet
would take with him.
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IDIOMS

An idiom is a phrase where the words together have a meaning that is different from the
dictionary definitions of the individual words.

25:22 Prohibition/ Rock

[FEERLES
The idiom relates to two armies where
one perceives defeat and wishes for a rock
to drop from the sky and annihilate the
opposition. In other words for the other side
to be as far away as possible.
HIJARAH 3(/[5,9 meaning stone. and
HIJR )-”"2' is said to all those things which
are hard like stone and can also serves as
shield or protection. People of Arab had this
habit that when they saw such an enemy
from which they feel the danger of having
trouble or some other calamity like we said
GOD save us from this so normally the one
listening would not harm the one saying it.
QURAN has also used this idiom.
