Therefore, Suratul Bagara with 286
ayaat (the longest sura) will have 29 layers.

SURA AL 'ASR

INTRODUCTION AND FOCUS

With 3 ayaat, Sura Al 'Asr is a Makkan sura.

‘Asr’ literally means to squeeze. Here it is
used to describe the concept of time —in
the sense of it meaning the squeezing of the
past unfolding as the future. The sura points
out that human beings are at loss unless

they:

1. Believe

2. Do good deeds

3. Advise each other to truth

4. Advise each other to patience

The sura begins with time and ends with
sabr (Patience). Sabr is the shrinking of time
e.g. if we want to eat a fruit which is not yet
ripe, we know we have to wait for it to ripen
and we agree to do so. What we are doing
is shrinking the time into 'zero time'.

When the companions of the Prophet
(pbuh) used to meet one another, they
only departed until one of them recited
Sura Al “Asr to the other and they bid
peace upon one another. They did not
want to forget or become heedless of the
essential message of success.
